Hello! My name is Sarah Adams, Treasurer of the Carroll County High School SADD (Students
Against Destructive Decisions) Club.

As girls get
dresses and guys get their dinner reservations, students will have tough decisions to make regarding their actions
once prom is over. Students will be faced with pressure from others to drink alcohol, do drugs, and engage in
other various immoral activities. Our goal as a club is to get students to come to our 2010 After Prom Party,
which will provide a drug and alcohol free environment for prom-goers to enjoy with their friends.

One of the great things about us Cavaliers is that we really care about our fellow students. So far this
year, the SADD club has promoted several activities designed to raise awareness of drug usage (Red Ribbon
Week), the need to stay sober during Christmas break (Kiss it Goodbye campaign), and the importance of
supporting MDA. Our club is affiliated with RAYSAC (Roanoke Area Youth Substance Abuse Council), which
sponsors the car giveaway at Valley View Mall in June. Four students who stay until the very end of the after-
prom party will be eligible to participate in this. One fact that is to be noted is that no high school affiliated with
RAYSAC has ever lost a student to drug or alcohol related incidents on prom night.

In order to ensure that our After Prom Party goes off without a hitch, we need help from our
community. We receive no funding from the school or from the state or federal government, and thus must rely
on your donations as well as a few fundraising activities. These donations will be used to pay for such expenses
as games, food, t-shirts, prizes, and rent for the location of the event, and 100% of all money raised will go
directly toward the event. We realize that the economic problems have hit hard, but please keep in mind that our
monetary needs increase with each passing year.
