AMANDA BOND—Mirs. Dalton and Mrs. Phillips spoke for Amanda because she could not get off work to
attend the meeting. The Bond’s were requesting help on getting a water meter set again, had meter but
requested it be taken out a few years ago, because they are losing their current water source. **After
the Authority discussed the issue it was determined that making an exception when they have not done it
for everyone else would not be a good idea.

PROJECT UPDATES:

Oak Grove Water — Construction Phase-Contractor (Ramey, Inc.) has completed all water line
installation and Substantial Completion has been issued. Water lines have been approved by VDH and
have been placed in service. Contractor has been working on final contract closeout measures and is
awaiting VDOT approval of restoration on VDOT r/w. Seeding has been completed, with some
additional follow-up work being required due to recent rain events. VDOT inspection has been
requested. Anticipate there being a final contract cleanup Change Order, one final pay request, then the
project will be closed out.
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PROJECT UPDATES-CONTINUED:

I-77 Exit 1 Water - Under Design-All water quality tests results for the new well have been received and
were found to be in compliance with VDH required water quality parameters. We are currently
completing design plans/specifications for the Health Dept submittal. The PSA staff is working on
securing easements.

Fancy Gap Water & Sewer - Construction Phase—Water —Contract 1 - Linework (Steve Martin's
Trenching): Water line construction is complete and in service. Contract has been completed and closed
out. Contract 2 - Water Pump Stations (Steve Martin's Trenching): All three Well Pump Stations have
been completed, approved by VDH, and have been placed in service. Change Order to add SCADA has
been submitted to RD for final approval. Contract 3 - Water Storage Tank (Mid Atlantic Storage
Systems): Tank construction is complete and in service. Contract has been completed and closed out.
The tank site has been reseeded as needed for follow-up/ warranty work.

Fancy Gap Water & Sewer - Construction Phase—Sewer—Contract 4 - Sewage Collection System
(DLB): Approximately 29,200 If of gravity sewer line has been installed, or 92% of total sewer line work.
Approximately 10,100 If of force main has been installed, or 89% of total force main work. Work on the
I-77 crossings continues. The bores and casings have been installed under the main travel lanes, the
northbound entrance ramp, and southbound exit ramp. The Contractor is working on installing the
pipes through the casings. Contract 5 - Sewage Pump Stations (E.C. Pace): Base bid work at all pump
stations has been completed. Start-up to be conducted once remaining force main work on Contract 4
is complete. Change Order to add SCADA into project has been submitted to RD for final approval.
Contract 6 - Force Main (Marshall Construction): Approximately 33,100 If of force main line has been
installed, or 100% of total force main work. All line has been successfully pressure tested. Punchlist
items have been completed. Substantial Completion to be issued once remaining force main and pump
station work on other sewer contracts is complete.

Coon Ridge Water — Bidding Phase--On May 12", the project was advertised for bids. A Pre-Bid
Conference was conducted on May 22" and the bid opening on June 5. The bid opening will be
staggered. Bids for Contract 1 — Coon Ridge Road and Branch Lines were received and opened at 2:00
pm. Bids for Contract 2 — Poplar Camp Road and Branch Lines were received and opened at 3:00 pm.
Contracts were awarded to the lowest bidders contingent upon Rural Development’s approval.
Contract #1 awarded to C. W. Cauley & Sons, Inc. from Patrick Springs, Virginia, with a base bid of
$1,827,475.00 and Contract #2 awarded to Central Builders, Inc. from Richmond, Virginia, with a base
bid of $1,294,175.00

APPROVAL FOR COON RIDGE WATER PROJECT CHANGE ORDERS

Upon a motion by Mrs. Dalton, seconded by Mr. Hutchins and duly carried the Authority does
hereby approve Change Orders for the Coon Ridge Water Project Contract #1 and Contract #2. The
Change Orders allow the deletion of water line segments that had less than 50% participation or no new
customer signups in order to reduce construction costs on both Contracts.

Cliffview Water - Submitted for Funding--Completed updates to the funding application PER and
provided other items that were requested by USDA-RD. Under the SE/R-CAP planning funds, aerial
mapping of the project area has begun.

Cana Sewer - Submitted for Funding. No engineering activity during this month. PSA staff has worked
on collecting User Agreements.

Oakland Water Study — Well sample collection and testing completed, PER preparation underway,
Environmental Assessment initiated

Meadowbrook Water Improvements Study — PER completed and approved by VDH, Environmental
Assessment initiated, project funding application completed and submitted to VDH-DWSRF

Sheeptown Water Study — PER completed and submitted to VDH, Environmental Assessment initiated
